Level III Sex Notification 
 

The St Paul Family and Sexual Violence Police Unit has informed Metropolitan State 
University that a Level III Sex Offender will be moving to the 300 block of Eichenwald 
at the end of September; about three blocks east from the university.  A community 
notification meeting has been scheduled for Metropolitan State University on Wednesday 
September 14, from 4:00 to 5:30 PM in Founders Hall Room L122 with the police to 
gather additional information.

in 1996 to offer valuable safety information about sex offenders.
